They learn how to work
with those based in univer-
sities and in community
settings. They learn about
participatory action re-
search. Many have been
proactive in seeking out
opportunities to learn and
grow, presenting at confer-
ences within Canada and
abroad, and responding to
invitations to contribute as
authors to articles and re-
ports. As you will see in
these pages, many of the
students also undertake
thesis research related to
their work with the team.
Thesis research helps the
students earn their degrees
and gain research experi-
ence, while also delivering
value to partner organiza-
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tions and to the Atlantic Social
Economy Network as a whole.
It is important to point out,
too, that many of the students
in the network bring to the
table their own knowledge and
experience of the social econ-
omy, gained as volunteers and
employees in the sector.

In addition to their involvement
in specific projects within the
team, students participate in
Node and Sub-node meetings,
learning about the governance
of a large and complex research
network.

S Originally from Portland,

Ryan Hermens

Oregon, Ryan arrived in
Newfoundland and Labrador
three years ago, and is now in
the Social/ Cultural Studies
program at Sir Wilfred
Grenfell College. He was
drawn to Newfoundland by
the romantic notions of living
on a island in the North At-
lantic. In his time there, he
has come to truly appreciate
the unique and remarkable
culture that exists in many of
the isolated and rural com-
munities there.

Ryan is currently working
with SN6’s academic part-
ners, Ivan Emke, researching
community radio as a tool in

the social economy for the
Atlantic region. This project
is looking at how social econ-
omy groups can utilize com-
munity radio to gain support.
They are also exploring
whether or not locally-based
and locally-controlled media
may be more adept at sup-
porting “Community” —in
terms of community resil-
ience, spirit, cohesion, and
confidence.

In his time on the project,
Ryan has been involved with
two broadcasts, doing every-
thing from interviewing local
musicians on air to using the
Twillingate Fire Depart-

ment's ladder to hoist an an-
tenna onto the roof of the
arena. The broadcasts are
licensed by the CRTC and
classified as 'special events'
and last 3-5 days. The group
brings all the equipment and
broadcasts on a FM transmit-
ter with community gener-
ated content. Local poets,
musicians, school groups,
community groups, and so-
cial economy groups are in-
vited to perform, talk, and
visit the temporary stu-

dio. “It's been incredible to
be so engaged with the com-
munities in which we've
broadcast,” says Ryan.

Researching the Policy Context for Co-operatives

After working in co-op devel-
opment as part of the Mobiliz-
ing Youth for the Dclivcry of
Advisory Services Co-op Ltd.
in 2005, I became quickly
aware of the plethora of chal-
lenges that co-operatives face
in New Brunswick. The key
challenges seemed to be ac-
cess to funding for co-
operative development and a
lack of awareness among pol-
icy makers about the unique
structure of the co-op. This
work inspired me to pursue
research concerning govern-
ment’s role with the co-op
sector and the challenges co-

ops face in New Brunswick. In
2006, I began a Master’s of
Philosophy in Policy Studies
Program at the University of
New Brunswick that allowed
me to explore co—operatives
from a policy perspective.

My research will explore the
government policy context
for the establishment and con-
tinued operation of co-
operative enterprises in the
province of New Brunswick,
focusing mainly on the areas
of support for co-operative
enterprise start-up and fund-
ing for co-operative develop-
ment. Through conducting a
systematic policy scan of all

policies (legislation, programs,
funding, etc.) that explicitly
speak to co-ops, I am able to
describe the policy context for
co-ops in the province (looking
at mainly provincial policies
but also including federal poli-
cies that also would apply to
co-ops in New Brunswick).
Along with the policy scan, I
have been conducting a litera-
ture review of co-operative
history in New Brunswick,
literature that deals with the
relationship ~ between  co-
operatives and the state and
government  relations  with

businesses.

Although these initial two




components offer much infor-
mation about the policy con-
text for co-operatives in New
Brunswick, I am also conduct-
ing 18 qualitative interviews
with co—operative representa-
tives from New Brunswick, co-
op development practitioners
and  government officials.
Once my research is com-
pleted, T will be providing a
report to government as well
as co-operative organizations in
New Brunswick.

Thank you to those who have

provided funding for my research:
the Social Sciences and Humani-
ties Research Council, Concentra
Financial and the New Brunswick
Innovation Fund. Thank you also
to those within our Atlantic Net-
work who have provided infor-
mation and assistance to this re-
search with a special thanks to
Luc Thériault in the Department
of Sociology at UNB who is su-
pervising me. He has recently
conducted surveys within Sub-
Node 1 with co-operatives across
the Atlantic Provinces, which
serves to provide much needed,

updated information about co-

operatives (see working paper #2008-
01 on our website - scroll down to
project 1.1)

In New Brunswick there are over 200
co-operatives (Theriault, 2007), but
this business model could be better
promoted and supported. My research
assumes that through developing a
more favorable policy atmosphere,
the co-operative model can become
more accessible to New Brunswick
citizens who are secking changes in

their lives and communities.

Mapping Supports for the Social Economy in PEI

The study, Bridging Public In-

vestment and Social Value: An

examination of the supports for the

Social Economy on Prince Edward

Island (scroll down to project
2.6) , was conceived by Dr.
Irené Novaczek (SN2 Coordi-
nator, Institute of Island Stud-
ies, UPEI), in response to the
unforeseen cutbacks to vital
social programs by the federal
government in 2006. Clearly
there was a disconnect be-
tween public policy makers
and the actors of the social
economy, and SN2 set out to
investigate. Check out the
other social economy research
underway through SN2 at the
website for the Institute of
Island Studies at UPEI!

The research, conducted by
Barbara Groome Wynne (SN2
Graduate Research Assistant —
see profile on p.2), under the
supervision of Dr. Novaczek
and Janice Pettit (SN2 govern-
ment partner, Executive

Council, Government of PEI),
documents how federal and pro-
vincial governments support
social economy organizations on
Prince Edward Island. The study
also inquires into the impact of
changes to these supports in
recent years and the extent to
which the social organizations
are involved in the public policy
decision- making process. Rec-
ommendations are made on how
the social sector, policy makers
and the public can work to-
gether to improve our quality of
life, particularly for our most
vulnerable citizens.

These recommendations are not
meant to be comprehensive, but
rather to be used as a starting
point for discussion. Further
work was done by interested
stakeholders to validate the re-
port recommendations and to
collaborate on possible ways to
put them into action at a learn-
ing event held in Charlottetown
in November 2007. The event
was attended by members of the
social economy, students, re-

searchers, government staff,
elected officials, and community
members, and the results of the
workshop are included in an
addendum to the report. Mem-
bers of Subnode 2 hope to meet
with government officials over
the next few months to dissemi-
nate the findings and mobilize
the knowledge generated by the
report and learning event.
News reports on the day of the
report launch in April 2008 con-
firm that the study’s findings
remain relevant, as the Prince
Edward Island provincial gov-
ernment announced changes to
kindergarten programs without
consultation with the Early
Childhood Development Asso-
ciation.

Made With Mi’kmaq Hands:

Sharing Circle with the Crafters of Paq’tnkek First Nation

The “Made with Mi’kmaq Hands”
sharing circle took place on
March 28, 2008 at the commu-
nity complex in Paq’tnkek First
Nation, Antigonish County, Nova
Scotia. The sharing circle is a
component of the larger Network
project (scroll down to project
4.7) focused on exploring craft
cooperative potential in Paq’t-
nkek First Nation. By consulting
with community members re-
garding their ideas about creating
and maintaining a craft coopera-
tive, the forum takes a participa-
tory action research approach to
dcvcloping new, and cnhancing
existing, networks within the
local social economy.

The sharing circle was coordi-
nated by university partner and
principal investigator, Dr. L. Jane
McMillan (who holds the Canada
Research Chair in Indigenous
Peoples and Sustainable Commu-
nities at St. Francis Xavier Uni-
versity), working with commu-
nity partners Kerry Prosper of the
Paq’tnkek Band Council, Deborah
Ginnish of the Mi’kmaq Associa-

tion of Cultural Studies, and
Louis Joe Bernard of the Union
of Nova Scotia Indians. It was
funded through an internal re-
search grant from Mount Saint
Vincent University. The day
began with an opening prayer,
drummers, and an outline of the
day’s agenda, followed by wel-
coming remarks from Kerry
Prosper, Dr. L. Jane McMillan,
and Dr. Leslie Brown, Director
of the Social Economy and Sus-
tainability Research Network in
Atlantic Canada .

The first keynote speaker, Tim
Bernard of the Confederacy of
Mainland Mi’kmaq (CMM),
shared his experience of work-
ing on a collaborative project
with a Mi’kmaqwey Debert Eld-
ers’ Advisory Council focused
on turning a vision of Mi’krnaq
cultural revitalization through
tourism into a reality. He de-
scribed a cultural reawakening
among the planning members as
they began to take part in the
planning process, and idealiza-
tion of a design plan for visitor
experiences at the Mi’kmaqwey
Debert Cultural Centre
(MDCC).

Tim’s presentation was followed
by Clifford Paul of the Unama’ki
Institute of Natural Resource
Management (UINR). CIiff
shared his own perspective as an
individual entrepreneur and also
coined the term “Made with
Mi’kmaq Hands.” While relat-
ing the overlap of his crafting
experiences and role as Natural
Resource Manager on the Moose
Management project, he illus-

trated how the social econ-
omy has played out in his day
to day life. Through crafting,
CIliff has reconnected to the
natural world, his Mi’kmagq
cultural identity and tradi-
tions, and the local social
economy.

The final keynote speaker of
the day, Randy Angus of the
Mi’kmaq Confederacy of
Prince Edward Island, offered
a presentation on “Craft Co-
operative Potential: Re-
sources, Partnerships, and
Possibilities”, which offered,
to those craft entrepreneurs in
attendance, many useful tips
and strategies for developing a
successful business.

The second half of the day
opened the floor to all sharing
circle participants, inviting
them to share their crafting
experiences. As participants
shared their personal stories
of successes and challenges,
several themes arose in the
sharing circle in which craft-
ing connected individuals to
cultural revitalization and
transmission, cultural iden-
tity, and natural resources.
Participants actively engaged
in building on each other’s
experiences as they voiced
their ideas and concerns. The
outcome of the day’s events
and the information shared
and gathered will go a long
way toward building net-
works to overcome these
challenges and share stories of
success.

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Social Economy and Sustainability Research Network Guide to Resources

Overview

The MSVU Library is working with
Dr. Leslie Brown and the Social
Economy and Sustainability Research
Network on the development of a
Comprchcnsivc Guide to Resources on
the social economy, focusing initially
on Atlantic Canada. The project is
scheduled for completion in early

2010.

Work on the Guide to Resources to
date has been completed by Meg
Raven, Stan Orlov and Donna
Bourne-Tyson, in conjunction with
David Ryan and Julia Gabrini, Dal-
housie School of Information Studies
graduate students. The project has
just hired student Sean Swanick for
10 weeks.

The existing LibGuides Social Econ-
omy subject guide which has been
created by Meg Raven is based on a
printed pathfinder; it will be used as
the public face / website for the
Guide to Resources, rather than creat-
ing a separate and competing web-
site / portal as originally discussed.
Each partner library can link to the
DSpace database behind the scenes
and use the search box widget cre-
ated by Stan Orlov on their own
version of a Social Economy subject
guide, using LibGuides or Sirsi
Rooms or a similar content manage-
ment system. Each library is wel-
come to recreate the categories used
by MSVU, and to use the website
and association links.

The Guide to Resources will be accessi-
ble for all members of the general
public and all MSVU faculty, staff
and students ,including all publicly
available information such as govern-
ment documents, government and
association websites; the DSpace
database of additional grey literature

and reports will also be fully accessi-
ble to the public; however, electronic
journal articles included on the Guide
to Resources will only be available to
MSVU faculty, staff and students. Any
library can recreate their own version
of the Guide to Resources using the con-
tent management system of their
choice; then faculty, staff and students
at that institution will be able to ac-
cess their library’s electronic journal
articles through their local version of
the Guide to Resources.

SSHRC funding ends August 31,
2010, and the final version of the
Guide to Resources will be ready to
launch in advance of that deadline, in
order to obtain feedback and make
adjustments. The MSVU Library will
maintain the site and refresh the data
on an ongoing basis after the launch.

Partners

The MSVU Library has served as pro-
ject leader, coordinating data gather-
ing and indexing, and design. We will
collaborate with the Université de
Moncton to ensure that the Guide to
Resources is a gateway to data and other
resources in both official languages.
We will build upon what UQAM has
done, as well as CRISES, I'ARUC sur
I'economie sociale, and the Ontario
Centre on the Social Economy. Li-
brarians at all the Sub-Node host insti-
tutions for Network partner sites --
SMU, UPEI, Université de Moncton,
UNB, Sir Wilfred Grenfell and MUN
— can soon begin to contribute links to
resources using DSpace on a voluntary
basis. All sites would be listed on
DSpace as contributors. These part-
ners will be able to enter resources
into the DSpace database independ-
ently from their home institutions.
This project ties in with other re-
source sharing initiatives that the
Council of Atlantic University Librar-
ies (CAUL) is undertaking as part of

the Atlantic Scholarly Information
Network (ASIN) initiative, and the
Synergies initiative.

Scope

The project has been divided into
two parts, content and access. Con-
tent is being gathered and indexed by
professional librarians and graduate
students as noted above. Access is
being provided via an Access database
initially, and eventually via an institu-
tional repository (part of the Syner-
gies project mentioned earlier) oper-
ating behind the scenes on DSpace,
which serves up the content via a
user-friendly web-based front-end.

The information contained in the
Guide to Resources DSpace database
will be freely searchable by anyone
with access to the internet, with a
suitable Creative Commons license
notice in place to preserve copyright
to a limited extent.
