Designed to capture, preserve, and provide access to the research
output of a research community

Common examples of resources stored in repositories are theses and
dissertations, articles, reports, and conference papers . Also can
contain different digital formats such as audio and video files

Several types of repositories: research repository, subject-based
repository, institutional repository, and subject-based repository
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SE space as a repository
Contains both academic and non-academic works

Works in SE space are written by academics and social economy
sector organizations such as community organizations and
cooperatives

Works in SE space are in both English and French and in a number of
different formats (PDF, powerpoint, mp3)
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Grey Literature

Works produced by government, academia, business,
and industry that are not commercially published
(Luzi, 2000)

Can include theses and dissertations, working
papers, technical reports, conference proceedings,
presentations, and a number of other formats
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Open Access

Research is made freely and
openly available via the World
Wide Web
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Types of Open Access

Green Open Access

Author can self-archive at the time of or after submission of the
publication typically by depositing in an Open Access repository
(such as SE space). This can include, grey literature, peer-
reviewed journal articles, or other types of publication. Green

Open Access is the preferred route and the route offered through
SE space.

Gold Open Access

Paying a journal or publisher to publish an article in a
journal, at a cost to the author or institution.
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Subject-based Repositories

Authors deposit academic works from particular discipline into a
repository allowing for open access to their research
